
 

Senior DM 2026             Invitation 
 

On behalf of the Danish Chess Federation and Tønder Chess Club, you are hereby invited to the official 

DM for players who turn 50 years old no later than 2026 

 

Schedule: Saturday, July 25 to Friday, July 31 (week 31) 

One round is played every day; The first round starts at 18:00 (drawing of lots at 16:45), rounds 2-6 start 

at 13:00 and the last round at 10:00. 

 

Venue:  Løgumkloster Højskole, Brorsonsvej 2, 6240 Løgumkloster. Wheelchair access is possible. 

 

System:  The tournament is played in two groups, 65+ and 50+. With 8 participants in a group, it is played as 

round robin, otherwise Swiss. If there are fewer than 8 participants in one of the groups, they will be 

merged. Players who are eligible to play in 65+ but wish to play in 50+ must state this at the time of 

registration. 

 

Rate of play:  90 minutes/40 moves plus 30 minutes for the rest; 30 seconds are added per move from move 1. 

 

Prizes:  In each group, the Danish Chess Union offers two travel prizes of DKK 5000 and DKK 3000 respectively, 

which can be used as a supplement for participation in either the Senior European Championship or the 

Senior World Championship. In addition, prizes for approx. every 4th participant; The prize list will be 

announced no later than during the 2nd round. 

 

Live Coverage:  There will be live coverage of 12 games. 

 

Foreign players can participate, but the Danish Championship titles and travel prizes can only be won by players who are 

registered with FIDE as representing part of the Danish Realm. 

 

Participation fee: DKK 300. Discounted price for registration before April 1st: DKK 250. Registration is done on DSU 

turneringssystem or at logumklosterskakklub@gmail.com and payment must be made at the time of 

registration on 9827-8850973718 or MobilePay 88102. 

 

Accommodation: Accommodation and meals are offered at Løgumkloster Højskole. Accommodation is in a single room 

with shared toilet and shower for approx. every 4th room. Catering starts with a light meal on Saturday at 

5 p.m., then breakfast, lunch and dinner every day until Friday morning and a to go sandwich at the end. 

There are free coffee, tea, water and fruit during the day for the players at the school. 

An event dinner is arranged for Thursday evening. 

Note:  The diet is predominantly vegetarian except for one meal with meat and one meal with fish. 

 

Prices:  Accommodation and catering, incl. event dinner, a total of DKK 5000. Discounted price for registration 

before April 1st 4500 kr. Payment in two installments: 1000 DKK upon registration and the rest 4 weeks 

before the start of the competition. In case of cancellation up to 4 weeks before the start of the 

competition, the amount, except DKK 500 administration fee, will be refunded. If you cancel between 4 

and 1 week before the start, half of the total amount will be refunded; In addition, it is recommended that 

you take out travel insurance. 

Supplement for companions who do not participate in the tournament, in a double room incl. meals DKK 

3000. 

Event dinner (for players who do not stay at the venue), DKK 250 

Free coffee, tea, water and fruit during the rounds for the players who do not stay at the venue, DKK 

300. 

Reservations are made on Løgumkloster Højskole's website and an invoice with payment information is then sent by 

email. 

 

Registration deadline: The latest registration is July 20, but since the accomodation prices are based on a minimum number 

of participants, we ask for early registration. The number of participants is evaluated as of 1 April; If a 

sufficient number of participants is not achieved, the tournament will be held at another location, 

probably without the possibility of accommodation.
